The section scores are based on the number of correctly answered test questions, converted to a scaled score
between 31 and 68 (or 67 for Reading Comprehension). The total score is calculated by adding the three section
scaled scores, multiplying the sum by 10, and then dividing by 3. For example, if the scaled score for Listening
Comprehension is 60, Structure and Written Expression is 60, and Reading Comprehension is 60, the total score
is (60+60+60)*10/3 = 600.
